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1 Reason for Change

The PoC UserPlane specifications state:

6.2.5.3.3 Receive TBCP Talk Burst Deny message (R: TB_Deny)

Upon receiving a TBCP Talk Burst Deny message from the PoC Server, the PoC Client:

1. SHALL provide Talk Burst deny notification to the PoC User;

2. MAY display the Talk Burst deny reason to the PoC User, if it is included in the message;

3. SHALL stop timer T11 (Talk Burst Request); and,

4. SHALL enter the ‘U: has no permission’ state.

The MAY in item 2 above indicates that the reason message displayed to the user in the test cases C-0361 and C-0435 is invalid.  The requirement of the test case is testing an Optional feature.  The test cases are copied below are updated with Track Changes to show the corrections made.
R01:  SCRs  PoC_UserPlaneV1-UTB-C-007 and PoC_UserPlaneV1-UTB-C-020  are referenced in these test cases and therefore constitute implicit pre-conditions that the terminal supports display of the talk burst deny reason (defined by a reason code). I.e. these test cases should only be run against terminals that do support this feature.  

Explicit reference to checking the reason “phrase” should be removed from the Test Procedure sections. This is because support for displaying the talk burst deny reason (the method of display will be defined by the user interface of the PoC Client) does not require display of the Reason Phrase text which is extra information, interpretation and use of which is deemed optional by the relevant RFC.

Test case –C-0435 references a Talk Burst deny reason which is defined in section 6.5.4.1 of OMA-TS-PoC-UserPlane-V1_0. The referenced reason should be changed to one defined in the Technical specification.
