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1 Reason for Change

The PoC UserPlane specifications state:

6.2.5.4.3 Receive TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message (R: TB_Revoke)

Upon receiving a TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message from the PoC Server, the PoC Client:

1. SHALL inform the PoC User that the permission to send a Talk Burst is being revoked;

2. MAY give information to the PoC User about the reason for revoking the permission to send a Talk Burst received in the Reason code field;

3. MAY inform the PoC User of the retry after time, if a retry after time is contained in the TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message;

4. SHALL stop receiving and encoding PoC User’s voice,

5. SHOULD start the optional timer T12 (PoC Client retry-after), if a retry after time is contained in the TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message; and,

NOTE:
The PoC Client does not take any action when T12 expires, but when T12 is running, the PoC Client does not send a TBCP Talk Burst Request message.

6. SHALL enter the ‘U: pending TB_Revoke’ state.

Step 4 indicates the PoC client will creating media packets and therefore is unable to continue sending these packets as Test Procedure 5 and Pass Criteria 5 require.  These two items need to be removed from this test case to have it aligned with the specifications.  The test case is copied below and updated with Track Changes to show the corrections made.

R01:  The need for this CR is a result of a change to the Technical Spec requiring the PoC Client to automatically transition to the release procedure, rather than wait for the PoC user to request release.  Given the specifics of the changed Tech Spec requirement, the test case needs to manage the PoC User’s release of the Talk button in a more controlled manner, in order to ensure that the PoC Client  sends TB Release when it should.
R03 modifies the CR to bring it up to date with the latest version of the PoC Conformance ETS.  The attached file includes the test case in the form it will be inserted into the new ETS.
R04 changes the test case description to be: 
Transition(s) tested: ‘U: has permission’ -> ‘U: pending TB_Revoke’ -> ‘U: pending TB_Release’ -> ‘U: has no permission’ -> ‘U: pending TB_Request’ -> ‘U: has no permission’
