1 Reason for Change

The test case con-741 requests a PoC Client to receive as the initial XDM GET request to download a XDM document called MyPoCGroups.xml. As the test case is concerned about authentication and authentication is done at the first GET request send towards the XDMS it may not be possible for every PoC Client to send as a first request a GET for the MyPocGroups.xml document.
So the test case needs to be modified, that the first GET request requesting any XDM document is triggering the authentication procedure.

As it is not defined which document will be the first one requested by the client the test case is also modified to return a “404 Not Found” after authentication procedure is finished.

Additionally the CR introduces Preambles and Postambles for this test case.
R01: Accoring to comments from Agnes on the reflector the final response does not mandate “404 Not Found” any more but any other response except “401 Unauthorized”.
