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1 Reason for Change

The document OMA-IOP-MEC-2007-0005-CR_CON_ETS_Alignment_to_1.0.1 changed the test case PoC-1.0-con-C-0307 changed the pass criteria to allow TBCP messages to be sent by a client during a Talk Burst and not to send RTCP messages in line with the corrections in the PoC 1.0.1..  However, there is not a definitive way for a user to trigger a client to send a RTCP message via the client’s user interface.  Therefore, the test case has been modified to use the RTCP Transmission timer of the client as a way to ensure the client is appropriately suppressing the RTCP packets.  The tables in section E have also been updated as needed.
