2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides the explanation for rejection of PR 65. See Detailed Proposal.
3 Detailed Proposal

PR 65 relates to the interoperability test cases: PoC-XDM-1.0-int-0503, PoC-XDM-1.0-int-0504 and PoC-XDM-1.0-int-0506 to PoC-XDM-1.0-int-0601. 
All these test cases test data semantics of the PoC Group document, for example checking whether an element was properly stored by the XDMC in the PoC XDMS, while creating a PoC Group. The only way to verify this in the interoperability testing is to establish a PoC Session with the created PoC Group and check whether the element under test was set properly in the PoC XDMS (based on the correct behavior of the PoC Session establishment provided in the test cases). The elements used in the test cases are PoC specific elements used by the PoC Enabler; and therefore, usage of PoC Server is appropriate.

Validation of the correctness of these elements without PoC Server can only be achieved in conformance testing, in which we validate protocol.
