This contribution provides the explanation for rejection of PR 66. See Detailed Proposal.
3 Detailed Proposal

Test case: " PoC-1.0-int-0701" pass criteria 2 states: "PoC User2 shows “id” or another anonymous word for PoC User1 and listens to PoC User1 talking.". This means that the test case asks that the invited PoC Client shows to the PoC User a word "id" or some other anonymous word. This pass criteria does not ask the PoC Client to reveal the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User, but to show something anonymous. This is aligned with the CP TS, section 6.2.1.1: 

"On receipt of the initial SIP INVITE request the PoC Client: 

[…]
5. MAY display to the PoC User the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User but SHALL NOT display it if Privacy header includes value 'id'; and,"
No change is needed since the test case is aligned with the PoC 1.0 technical specifications.
