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1 Reason for Change

This CR concerns three test cases in the SUPL ETS document. The test cases are “SUPL-1.0-con-060 - Protocol error”, “SUPL-1.0-con-061 - Data missing” and “SUPL-1.0-con-062 - Unexpected data value”.

The different scenarios will never occur in real networks, therefore one test scenario is quite enough.

Also, all three test cases verify the same SCR item. This finicky way of verifying the core specifications should be revised. 
The SUPL ETS will gain in clarity by eliminating the two test cases “SUPL-1.0-con-061 - Data missing” and “SUPL-1.0-con-062 - Unexpected data value”.

Benefit of change; 

The SUPL ETS will be more aligned to reality and the level of complexity of the SUPL verification will decrease.
