6 Detailed Change Proposal

It is true that from SUPL perspective the RLP part of functionality is optional. Major source of the EICS problem is derived from the fact that the SUPL Server ICS copies SCR items from TS-RLP, which is part of the MLS1.0 enabler package. The ICS shall only contain SUPL specific SCR items that can be found within SUPL enabler technical specifications, not from other TS which SUPL TS refer to. That way we avoid problematic SCR figures e.g. when creating analysis from Test Fests.
The PR#4 can be solved by removing the RLP specific SCR tables totally from the Server EICS document. 
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
