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1 Reason for Change

In the ‘Subscription to Registration State’ macro, the test tool returns a SIP 200 OK response to the subscription request to ‘reg’ event, which forces the PoC client to wait for a Notify Message from the test tool. To avoid this unnecessary messaging, the request shall be replied with a SIP 405 “Method not allowed” response.
