	2. PoC User2/3 gets an indication that they are being invited to a session by PoC User1. (The number of hidden PoC Users’ identity is displayed on Invited PoC Clients)

a. PoC User2 receives the Ids of PoC User1 and PoC User3.
b. PoC User3 receives the Ids of PoC User1 and that there is an hidden user.

3. PoC User1 gets an indication that at least one other PoC User is now in the session and PoC User1 is granted the Right to Speak.

4. PoC User3 is joined to the session
