2b.   PoC Client1 fails to send a MBCP Media Burst Release message towards the PoC Server on expiry of T17.

2c.   Timer T2 expires on the controlling PoC Server – the server stops timer T1.
2d.   PoC Server sends MBCP Media Burst Revoke message with reason code ‘Media Burst too long’.

2e.   PoC Client1 informs PoC User1 that the permission to send a Media Burst is being revoked and stops receiving and encoding PoC User1’s Media.
