Additional comments:

· ETS Server Conformance Test Cases: for SUPL 1.0 we wrote 76 test cases, which as far as we can tell have never been used! Unless someone volunteers to write them for SUPL 2.0, these will not be provided.
· The SUPL 2.0 ETR does not call for testing of Roaming, therefore the ETS Interoperability tests will not contain many Roaming Test Cases – unlike SUPL 1.0 where about 40% of Interoperability test cases were for Roaming.

· In the SUPL 1.0 ETS there are a number of “error” test cases. The SUPL 2.0 ETR calls for some error testing, but not as much as in SUPL 1.0. 
· For SUPL 1.0 Client Conformance test cases, no PICS/ PIXIT information has been given – although there are now starting to be requests for it. Does the IOP group intend to make any changes to ETS templates for PICS/ PIXIT statements, or will this continue to be left to the decision of individual Enabler test groups?
· SUPL 2.0 should prove an interesting challenge for Test Fest organisers: some test cases are likely to require some hours to run, while others are likely to require driving or moving the Clients to remote locations across a city for example!
