3 Detailed Proposal

CP 1.1 Enabler IOP report. IOP PRC recommends OMA Technical Plenary to approve CP Enabler Release Version 1.1 from an IOP perspective.

Following test was added to 5.3 Test Evidence:

Test cases 1 and 2 results are all passed. Test case 1 is the only test case that contains only mandatory features and it has been tested in every test session. Based on the OMA IOP Process, test case 1 is the only test case that needs to be passed and tested for Approval of the CP 1.1 Enabler. Test cases that contain optional features are only recommended to be run from the Enabler Approval point of view.It may occur that implementations that were presend at the test fest #7 and #9 may not support some optional features and therefore some test cases are not run during the testfest.

Test case 3 and 4 has both 1 result that is inconclusive result. This means that one run did not pass due to other nature than conclusive implementation or specification failure. In other words that the failure reason was not clearly determined. One reason could be that the device under test did not support the optional feature in test case 3 and 4. Both test cases include features that are optional in technical specification.

Test case 5 has 2 failures. This indicates how many times the test cases have been run and failed. Failure reason is known. One reason could be that the device under test did not support one of the optional features of the test case number 5.

Test case 6 and 7 has not been run at the test fest. One reason could be that implementations at the test fest did not support one of the optional features of the test case 6 and 7. Smart Card Provisioning V1_1 Client, SCR OMA-ERDEF-PROVISIONING-C-002 is optional based on OMA-ERELD-ClientProvisioning-V1_1-20040428-C.

ERELD defines what is optional and mandatory functionality. Smart Card Provisioning is optional and if someone is going to implement it also the PROVSC:MCF needs to be supported. Which defines then how the provisioning from smart card needs to be done.

CP 1.1 was tested first time at the TestFest #7 and second time at the TestFest #9. ETS version 14th of April 2005 have been used in both TestFests. After that only editorial changes were done to ETS. No new IOP test cases have been added to the CP 1.1 ETS. Only editorial changes were done to ETS e.g. reference content was added to the ETS. 

ETS version 20050722-A has been used at the bi-lateral testing.
As it was asked in the IOP PRC conference call to add information how CP 1.1 is used in the market, one OMA member company provided a statement that provides evidence to OMA that CP 1.1 is used.
