1 Reason for Change

The purpose of this CR is to handle CP 1.1 PR002 that was raised 21st of February 2008. This CR covers PR002 and it can be now closed.

During Test Fest #22 some DM 1.2 issues were found and a Problem Report has been submitted against OMA DM v1.2 (PR50). DM 1.2 ETS contains bootstrap test cases for CP profile. IOP MEC has also a CR 27 that introduces new smart card test cases for DM 1.2 ETS and those test cases cover also CP Profile. 
CP 1.1 ETS smart card test cases have never been used in 4 years. CP 1.1 ERELD also states that Smart Card Provisioning is Optional. Therefore the proposal is to clean the CP 1.1 ETS and remove 2 smart card test cases from CP 1.1 ETS.
