6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Editorial changes
In the Preconditions section of most of the test cases, the following text in red was added.  Presence is a supporting enabler to SIMPLE IM, therefore, these steps are optional.
· State:

· Both clients are logged in the IMS network
· Each client has the other as a contact (optional)
· Each client appears online to the other (optional)
· Clients are non blocking (optional)
In the Test Procedure and Pass Criteria most of the editorial changes, in red, consisted adding ‘s’, e.g:
3. Clients B and C receive “Hello B C” from client
Change 2:  Re-arranging test cases to the proper section in the proper order
Test cases 701, 702, 703 and 704 are not in the proper sections of the document.  Note also that these four test cases are also RCS test cases.

Test cases 701 belong with the Session Mode Messaging test cases: 
701 becomes test case 109 (Rejoining an Adhoc Conference)
Test cases 702, 703 and 704 belong with the File Transfer test cases as follows: Test case

702 becomes test case 603 (1 File to 1 User outside a session)
703 becomes test case 604 (1 File to 1 User in a session)

603 becomes test case 605 (1 File to Many Users outside a session)
704 becomes test case 606 (1 File to Many Users in a session)
604 becomes test case 607 (Many Files to Many Users outside a session)
605 becomes test case 608 (Many Files to Many Users in a session)
With this new arrangement the basic test cases are covered before the more complicated ones.
Change 3:  Test case 304 contains incorrect steps
The test procedure for test case 304 will not comply to the Test Case Description.  The test case procedure describes an Adhoc Conference which is not correct.  The previous test cases, 301, 302 and 303, have already sent Large Messages therefore they can be used to verify test cases 304.  Once the SIP BYE has been sent at the end of the session the resources should be released.
