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1 Reason for Change

The latest version of the ETS contains numerous bugs regarding the expected status codes resulting from Get, Add, Replace and Delete operations (1200 instead of 200).
Also, mandating the specific code for success on Exec (1200) is inaccurate since the standard also allows status codes 1250-1299 to mark success (defined as “Successful – Vendor specified”).

Lastly, the term ‘Deployment Package’ appears in several places. It is incorrect – the correct term is ‘Delivery Package’ as per the technical spec.

The changes are:

1. Replace 1200 with 200 for all non-Exec operations

2. Replace “status=1200” with the text “status indicating success” on all Exec operations
3. Replace “Deployment Package” with “Delivery Package”
4. Fixed wrong SCR references
5. Various clerical fixes

Scope: All test cases
If changes are not accepted, the document is seriously wrong.
Editorial Note: Due to Microsoft Word issues, while copy/pasting from the ETS document, step numbers in most changes below got corrupted wrong. When this CR is agreed and is being incorporated by the editor, he/she should manually make the changes and NOT copy/paste from the CR, otherwise there is a serious risk that the numbers will be corrupted.
