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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution has the purpose to address the PRs 30 and 31 to the DS 1.2 enablers.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed resolution for the two PRs raisen on DS 1.2 after latest testing sessions.
3 Detailed Proposal

For the PR 30:

The proposal to add the response code on any pass criteria is an interesting one however enabler was already approved and the codes are unequivocally and easily identified on the specifications without being needed to repeat them on the test specifications and running the risk of later to become inconsistent if the specifications change. As so it is suggested to reject the PR.
For the PR 31:

It is acknowledged that the sequence of test cases could be optimised however it is not clear what will be the benefit in changing the document as this stage now that the enabler was already approved and not many more executions of the test cases are expected.
