This document describes in detail available test cases for the deployment suite of  RCS-e 1.2, http://www.gsma.com/rcs-product-specifications-rcs-e-specifications/.

The test cases are split in two categories, conformance and interoperability test cases.

The interoperability test cases are aimed to verify that implementations of the specifications work satisfactory.
