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1 Overview

In LS XXXXX the GCF informed OMA IOP that the GCF had suspended the SCOMO and FUMO Interoperability testing Work Items as GCF members were finding it difficult or impossible to find suitable SCOMO and FUMO Servers for Interoperability testing.

OMA IOP has considered this issue and has certain comments as detailed below.
2 Proposal

1.  OMA IOP understands that there is a Test Tool available that claims to support the OMA test cases for SCOMO and FUMO. However the current OMA test cases for SCOMO and FUMO are written as Interoperability test cases and as such are designed to be run between a client (under test) and a real Server that is either deployed in commercial networks or is at least intended to be deployed in commercial networks. Such a Server is normally not Verified or Validated for testing but is assumed to be sufficiently compliant with the core specifications to be suitable for use in Interoperability testing. Running OMA Interoperability test cases against a Test Tool that is not a real deployed Server and that does not therefore fulfil these conditions is not an acceptable solution. 

2.  OMA IOP notes the existence of, and obvious industry interest in, a Test Tool and therefore has investigated the possibility of generating suitable Client Conformance test cases for SCOMO and FUMO testing that could be run on such a Test Tool. Clearly suitable Client Conformance test cases (and any Test Tool) could then be Verified and Validated using the normal procedures used in OMA and the GCF.
OMA IOP has agreed that, if requested by the GCF, it is prepared to write a set of Client Conformance test cases for both SCOMO and FUMO testing that the GCF could then consider for SCOMO and FUMO Client Conformance testing in parallel to or instead of the current Interoperability testing. OMA IOP believes such test cases could be made available in a reasonably short time after such a request was received from the GCF. In addition, if also requested by the GCF, OMA IOP would also investigate generating TTCN-3 code for these test cases although no assurance can be given at this time that this would be possible.
3 Requested Action(s)

Consider the above comments and inform OMA IOP of any further requirements for test cases for SCOMO and FUMO if necessary.
4 Conclusion
