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1 Overview

OMA IOP MEC formally approved of RCS-e Deployment Suite Work Item (WI) late June 2012. The main Work Areas of the Deployment Suite are following:
· Develop test documentation for RCS-e interoperability testing

· Develop test documentation for RCS-e conformance testing

· This includes the development of a TFP with TTCN-3 code to be used in GCF for RCS-e client certification.

This WI aims to provide test documentation available to perform the RCS-e certification of devices in Global Certification Forum (GCF).
OMA IOP MEC team is currently developing interoperability as well as conformance test cases using the published RCS-e 1.2.2 specifications (July 4, 2012). Please note that OMA IOP MEC team has sent a separate liaison to GSMA RCS IOT team mid October 2012 requesting clarifications of which GSMA specifications/guidelines to be used in the development of RCS-e interoperability as well as conformance test cases.
The original agreed IOP MEC project schedule for the development of RCS-e Deployment Suite is as shown below where “Enabler as Candidate” status was projected to be completed by December 31, 2012.
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While the IOP MEC team waits for the GSMA RCS IOT’s response to the earlier referenced liaison, the IOP MEC team desires to share additional details of the project, its current status as well as the list of test cases which have been developed as of now.
