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RCS Programme would like to thank OMA IOP MEC for their development of test cases for future RCS 1.2 certification in GCF. The provided workplan provides the information we have been looking for in order to understand the OMA contribution to the GCF certification process. We believe that the proposed conformance and interoperability test cases, jointly with the test cases developed by GSMA TSG and the field trial process by GCF, can provide adequate information needed for certification of RCS-e devices by the end of Q1 2013.
In order to give us an opportunity to do an assessment once the test cases have been fully developed and reviewed in OMA, in particular the coverage of the test cases compared to the coverage of the currently used RCS Test Matrix, we would like to propose that OMA in coordination with GCF

· provides to RCS IOT a complete set of test cases to be used for certification of RCS 1.2 devices when complete and approved
· subsequently organises a workshop with involved parties for review of such set of test cases

In the meantime we would be happy to support the development of test cases as needed.
RCS IOT would like to take the opportunity to inform OMA IOP MEC that we intend to consolidate all outstanding test cases (e.g. Hotfixes) and known issues into a final, stable release of the RCS test matrix, with expected release date Dec 14th, 2012. We do not expect any further changes to RCS test matrix prior to the Blackbird release.
