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1 Reason for Change

It is not possible to run TC 041 as it is currently written. Arbitrary OPTIONS queries from User X do not generate “ghost” address book entries on USER A’s device. The OPTIONS query needs to have a communication context.

Also the current text does not reflect correctly the RCE 1.2 specification which says in the chapter 2.4.1 point 6.
6. Please note there is a possibility an RCS-e user who is not within the address book contacts may send OPTIONS messages or responses (e.g. when receiving a call or making a call using a MSISDN not included in the contacts). In this case the capabilities shall be stored temporarily in the terminal for one of the following purposes:

o Use the value during a subsequent IM/chat, file transfer or call (image/video share), 

and,

o To add the information to the new contact (both the fact that it is an RCS-e user and the cached capabilities) in case the user decides to add a new address book entry following a communication.

The problem with the current test case is that:

· There is no communication context for the OPTIONS query (e.g. voice call, IM of file transfer session).
· The information is not expected to be used during the on-going communication session, but for subsequent communication or storage.
Note: The updated test case uses 1-to1 Chat as a messaging context as that has to be supported by both BASIC and STANDARD clients.
