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1 Introduction
GSMA would lilke to thank OMA IOP MEC for their interest in RCS in general and test case development for RCS 5.1 in particular.

GSMA’s current priority is assuring that the go-to-market process for RCS 5.1 is efficient and smooth. Part of this process is creation of RCS 5.1 functional profiles for various markets, various deployment strategies and for various generations of RCS service. Examples of such profiles are current Blackbird, coming Crane, and other profiles currently considered by various groups of operators. In this way we assure that a market is served by a specific, adapted functional profile, rather than by the entire, rather comprehensive and complex RCS 5.1 specification.
In addition, GSMA is currently handing over the RCS 1.2/Hot Fix accreditation to GCF. The future GCF process will be supported by test cases developed by GSMA TSG and potentially by OMA IOP MEC. We have seen that during the handover test specifications are scrutinised with potentially significant consequences. We would want to suggest that OMA IOP MEC takes the experiences gathered in this handover process into consideration.
These two points would suggest that development of test cases for profiled 5.1 UNI should start when there are profiles to be tested and when the GCF transfer is completed. Our current assumption is that that will happen at the earliest in Q4 2013. 
2 Actions

We suggest OMA IOP MEC establishes communication with GSMA’s RCS Programme in Q4 2013 for possible future cooperation before starting the RCS 5.1 test case development.
