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1 Reason for Change

For both Client conformance and IOP testcases, the test tool and the test operator need to know the features supported by the Client(s) under test. The UAprof of the client gives most of the supported features, but still the MMI capabilities and many features supported by the client may not be visible.

In this light, a PICS (Protocol Implementation Conformance Statement) is introduced in the ETS. Appropriate PICS items supported by the client(s) under test shall be identified before a test session and used by the test tool, so that those testcases, which are not applicable for the client(s) under test need not be executed. This would avoid unexpected result of any testcase due to inapplicability. This will also reduce the testing and debugging.

This input contribution covers most of the important features tested by the conformance testcases. Still the PICS defined in this contribution are not exhaustive or complete.

Applicability of each testcase can be derived with respect to the supported PICS.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The PICS statements shall be fully backward compatible, since it only identifies all features an MMS client supports.
