1 Reason for Change

The current version of the OMA IOP process document (OMA-IOP-Process-V1_2_0-20040204-A.zip) does not include any details on the reference content which will be used to execute test cases according to the Test Specifications developed by IOP sub working groups. Since the reference content is part of the test case, it is proposed to protect the reference content by CR changes. Furthermore it is proposed to add the reference content to the package of documents which must be available before the test fest. This action is proposed in order to be able to track the changes done on the reference content to avoid a mismatch between the reference of the content within the ETS and the content package.
