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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a few test cases to be added to STI ETS (OMA-IOP-MMS-2005-0029-STI-ETS-v1.0-20050225-D).

This proposal is a kick-start with just a few test cases, to see that the overall format and approach are fine, before proceeding with proposing additional cases. 

Revision R01 of this document closes A.P. 20050316-10, 20050316-12
Revision R02 fixes minor issues in the pre-compiled test-cases (removed boundary parameter in Content-Type header; added ‘<’ and ‘>’ in Content-Id header). 

Test cases in previous revisions of this CR used input content type of application/vnd.wap.multipart.related. Revision R03 relaxes the precondition of the proposed test-cases by allowing to choose between two different content types for the input (image/jpg content type or applicatoin/vnd.wap.multipart.related).
The numbering of the tests was updated, and is reflected in the attached precompiled requests, so that they match the text of this CR. Each test case has now two precompiled requests (labled XXXa and XXXb, where XXX denotes the number of the test-case; XXXa uses image/jpeg; XXXb uses application/vnd.wap.multipart.related)
NOTE: Revision marks in this document show only the changes between R02 and R03.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed test-cases cover the following cases:

1. Parsing error on malformed XML.

2. Error on missing mandatory XML element.

3. Handling of ProfileID parameter properly, according to hierarchy order.

The 3 test cases for the support of profileId were converted to follow the guidelines and format that was decided during the Dallas meeting. These test case are now numbered as “conformance” rather than “iop” test cases and are relevant for the server only.

Precompiled requests were added in the zip file packaged within this document.

3 Detailed Proposal

1. STI Conformance Test Cases
