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1 Reason for Change

According to the specification, OMA-MMS-CONF-V1_2_xxxxxx, it states in section 10.2.1:
The Content-Type in M-Send.req and M-Retrieve.conf SHALL be application/vnd.wap.multipart.mixed when there is no presentation, and application/vnd.wap.multipart.related SHALL be used when there is SMIL presentation available. Use of other content types is outside the scope of this specification.
The test cases, con-143 and con-144, cover the case that the Content-Type in M-Send.req SHALL be either application/vnd.wap.multipart.mixed or application/vnd.wap.multipart.related. While the test cases, con-243 and con-244, specify the case that the Content-Type in M-Retrieve.conf SHALL be application/vnd.wap.multipart.mixed.

Many MMS clients, in market, send a vObject attachment which has set its content-type as application/vnd.wap.multipart.related rather than application/vnd.wap.multipart.mixed. If the test cases, con-243 and con-244, are used it makes a supplementary operation i.e. MMS Server has to change its content type into application/vnd.wap.multipart.mixed. But in reality the content type which has been set and sent by a sending client is transmitted to a recipient client without change. 

Thus it is proposed to add two new test cases with application/vnd.wap.multipart.related as a content type in the recipient side. Additionally, the pass criteria proposed in #0020R02 is reflected in this new test cases.
