	1. In test tool, create MM (Set Reference content here! 300 kB)

3. In Client B, receive and open the MM.

4. In Client B, re-submit MM received (Set Reference content here! 300 kB)
5. In Client B, attach media object (Set Reference content_2 here!) - Total size to be re-submitted is larger than maximum size of the MM content class to which the MMS client is conformant to

6. Verify the pass criteria below.

	Pass Criteria
	1. Client B checks the size of the MM to be re-submitted

2. If the maximum MM size is exceeded, Client B is able to display a warning message to the user indicating that the maximum MM size is exceeded

3. Client B asks the user to remove (a) media object(s) in the MM to be re-submitted

4. In Client B, user removes (a) media object(s) in the MM

5. Repeat 1 to 4 until MM size is lower or equal than the maximum of the MM content class to which the MMS client is conformant to
6. Client B is able to re-submit the MM limiting the maximum MM to that of the MM content class to which the MMS client is conformant to
