	Pass Criteria
	a) Client B presents the MM without protected content and the terminal prompts a message indicating that the DRM protected content could not be presented 
b) Client B restricts the presentation of the whole MM without protected content and the terminal prompts a message indicating that the MM message could not be presented because a valid rights object was not available to present the protected content contained in the MM
