6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.4.4   Possible combinations in interoperability tests requests

The STI specification provides more than one way to specify similar transcoding requests. Every IOP test case can be mapped to several STI requests, each consisting of a different combination of parameters. The possible combinations are listed in the table below. 
Prior to the IOP testing, the Application Platform should declare for every row in the table below, which of the options mentioned in the different columns is to be used in its requests. The Application Platform and the Transcoding Platform should then verify that the Transcoding Platform supports the same combinations of the STI request parameters. This is what is meant by the precondition "STI Client and STI Server support the same means of transcoding instructions" that appears in many of the interoperability test cases. The verification could be done using the client and server EICS documents.

The possible combinations are as follows:
