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1 Reason for Contribution

For MMS Client conformance testcases, the validating agency shall know about the client’s capability and support of all mandatory and optional features. The test tool shall check for the applicability of each testcase depending on the support for the tested feature/capability of the MMS client. 

The MMS EICS is a very detailed document, which identifies the support of all mandatory and optional elements described in the MMS core specification. This includes support of features, messages, PDUs, Header fields etc.

Most of the conformance testcases test mandatory features. Furthermore each conformance testcase focus on one (or very few) specific feature support of the client. Hence the validating agency need not cross check the support of all underlying requirements from the EICS, but can rather identify the support of the feature, if noted in an easily understandable format.

Furthermore, applicability of many conformance testcases are dependant on client MMI capabilities. The MMI capabilities of the client under test need to be available to the tester so that (s)he can identify those testcases which are not applicable for the client under test, due to MMI limitations.  

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes a PICS (Protocol Implementation Conformance Statement) / PIXIT (Protocol Implementation Extra Information for Testing) format for identifying the feature/MMI support of the client under test.  This format is a higher level representation of the information available in the EICS.

Appropriate PICS items supported by the client under test, if declared in the below given format, will facilitate easy identification of features supported and MMI capabilities and the testcase executer can decide which testcases are not applicable for the client under test. 

This input contribution covers most of the important features tested by the MMS conformance testcases. 

The PICS/PIXIT defined in this contribution is not a complete list.

Applicability of each testcase can be derived with respect to the supported PICS/PIXIT.
