NEC-Comment :


In the Control Plane Document, (See Section 6.1.1.3, PoC service de-registration) it states:



The PoC Client MAY deregister for the PoC service by either:



· If the terminal needs to remain SIP/IP Core registered the PoC Client SHALL reregister with the SIP/IP Core without including the PoC feature-tag  '+g.poc.talkburst' and the feature-tag ‘+g.poc.groupad'; or



· If the terminal also needs to deregister from the SIP/IP Core, the PoC Client SHALL send a SIP REGISTER request with an Expires header set to 0.



Do the OMA intend to add a test case for the first bullet point? Which of the above de-registration processes need to be supported?

NEC-Comment : Absent Test Procedure for this test. OMA do consider re-registration to be a Mandatory requirement (6.1.1.1 Control Plane) hence shall there be a procedure made available for testing it?



3) PoC-1.0-int-M-0151



PoC Client/PoC Server PoC User can Select ISB Again without an Error



NEC-Comment:


There is no test case "PoC-1.0-int-M-0150" hence cannot be run and passed. PoC-1.0-con-M-0151 does not feature in Appendix A even though it references Appendix A.



PoC-1.0-int-M-0238


This is a mandatory test, but is the pre-condition to be able to add non-existent PoC User Ids when initiating Ad-Hoc PoC Group Sessions a mandatory feature?


PoC-1.0-int-O-0312


Does this test case pertain to participant or member listing?



By definition, any PoC Subscriber may join an unrestricted chat PoC group. Should there be a member list associated with a unrestricted chat group?



What is "set continuous update mode Subscription Information request.”  The reference material does not use this terminology. Does this refer to the subscription to 'conference state events'? If so, this would imply that references to 'member' in the test should be replaced with 'participant' and 'membership' should be replaced with 'participant list'.
