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1. Pre-Test Guideline Overview

This document is intended as a guideline for teams participating in the Set-Up / Pre-Test day at an OMA TestFest.  It details a recommended set of test cases that the Trusted Zone require participating companies to perform during the Pre-Test Day. The order the tests are listed is only intended as advice to participating teams and not necessarily to indicate that the sequence of execution is mandatory.

This results of running the tests contained in this document are purely an indicator to the Trusted Zone of how well prepared for the TestFest the teams involved in the Pre-Test Session are. This results will be considered across all Pre-Test Sessions that a team will perform during the Pre-Test Day, and will NOT be included in any Product Test Report or Enabler Test Report generated as a result of participation in the event.
