6 Detailed Change Proposal

Included below is the email from IOP WG regarding the naming convention for the EICS and ETS documents. The IOP group recommended that we  keep the enabler names without dashes between words. 

Additionally, it was specified that the Enabler name without “Conf” and “Interop” attached to it means that the ETS contains interoperability and conformance test cases.

The group agreed that XDM ETS and Presence ETS will be split up in regards to interoperability and conformance test cases. The documents have been written in such way and the description inside of the interoperability ETS documents does not consider conformance at this nor future time. It has been assumed that the conformance test cases will be in a separate ETS document. Presence ETS is an example of such split. As soon as the XDM ETS (Conformance) is ready, XDM will follow the same setup.

In this case the ETS documents shall have the <EnablerName> portion of their names as follows (permanent portion of the reflector):
