2 Summary of Contribution

The input creates two test cases to cover the device initiated and user initiated alert messages to the server.  As there is no normative text covering the server response to the receipt of these messages, the test cases are a simple verification of the Generic Alert message information.  The text in OMA-TS-DM-FUMO-V1_0-20060323-D.doc, Section 7, does not detail any required response from the server to a received client initiated alert.
The SCR items cover required generic alert content only.  The Specification does not stipulate any particular server functionality after receiving the alert from the client.
