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1 Reason for Contribution

There are several areas in the DM 1.2. specifications (Metainfo, Case Sensitivity and Dynamic Node Naming) that may not require specific tests associated with them. This contribution presents the reasons that support this point of view so IOP-PRC can take a decision on this issue.

2 Summary of Contribution

There should be no test cases in the DM 1.2. ETS associated with Metainfo, Case Sensitivity and Dynamic Node Naming either because these issues are already addressed or because it is not possible to test them. This contribution presents the reasons for this and proposes to agree to mark these areas as fulfilled in the DM 1.2. ETS progress spreadsheet.

3 Detailed Proposal

IOP-PRC maintains a spreadsheet detailing the progress of the DM 1.2 ETS (OMA-IOP-PRC-2006-0037-DM_1.2_ETS_Progress). Three of the areas missing are Case sensitivity, Metainfo and Dynamic Node Naming but specific test cases may not be necessary for these areas.

Case Sensitivity

There are no SCRs associated with Case Sensitivity since the Device Description Framework section in the DM-TND document is simply informative and not normative. Therefore it is not possible to draft any test case for a feature which is just a recommendation and not part of the normative specifications of the DM enabler.

Metainfo

Some new values (float, date, time,…) have been added to the Format runtime property as part of the DDF description in the TND document. Again the DDF is informative and therefore no tests can be associated with it. Besides in version 1.1.2 of the DM ETS there were no tests for any of the already existing values for the Format property.

Dynamic Node Naming

When several equivalent dynamic child nodes (for instance several DMAcc MOs) are added below a fixed node whose name is already set in the device’s DDF the device may decide to assign these nodes a numeric identifier starting with 1. However this is just a recommendation and the way these nodes are named is implementation specific. Therefore it is not possible to create a specific test case for this feature 

4 Intellectual Property Rights

IOP-PRC should agree that no specific test cases are needed for the Metainfo, Case Sensitivity and Dynamic Node Naming areas in the DM 1.2. ETS. This will then be reflected accordingly in the ETS progress spreadsheet.
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
