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1 Reason for Change

FUMO ETS test cases assume the device will automatically create the supported children nodes under ../x when x node is added by the server. This should be corrected. Most test cases need to be updated to cover the situation that sub nodes need to be explicitly added after ../x is created.

Some test’s past criteria requires the client to return error code for Exec command for download failures when alternative download mechanism are used. This needs to be corrected. Clients which accept the Exec command on Download or DownloadAndUpdate for later processing (asynchronously) must return 202 (see FUMO TS section 6.1) and use Generic Alert to send download failure ResultCode to the server.

When adding/replacing package to the device using large object handling fails during a DM session, the ETS requires the client to send out Generic alert. This should be corrected. Generic alert should not be generated if using OMA DM (large object handling) to download the package in DM session directly. 

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Any test procedure documentation used by trusted zone staff or test fest participants that depends upon the ETS content must be revised to reflect the changes.

The authors recommend the IOP PRC working group discuss and agree the proposed changes and direct the document editor to apply the changes to the ETS Candidate. We further recommend that the trusted zone staff and test fest participants have revised documents available to them at the earliest opportunity to avoid confusion during upcoming test fests.
