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1 Reason for Contribution

Based on difficulties with DM1.2 SCTS development and maintenance in the open source model this input is suggesting the way forward with the tool at IOP-PRC.  
2 Summary of Contribution

Statements

DM1.2 technology and certification bodies

Recently, certification bodies i.e. essentially GCF and PTCRB have taken initiative to start certification of DM1.2 clients entering the European and the US markets. At GCF Application Enablers (AE) working group, two test tool manufacturers have assumed the role of supporters for the DM1.2 Work Item and are now developing tools to be validated and deployed for GCF purposes. First validations estimated to be ready by July meeting (80% of test cases validated). It is expected that PTCRB will adapt similar approach and most probably the same tools will be used for their certifications. That is why also at OMA the DM1.2 conformance ETS has been clarified so that it would better facilitate the certification tool development and validation.

Also there was an attempt to adapt OMA DM1.2 SCTS as one option for GCF DM1.2 test tool, but currently this is not possible due to nature of GCF conformance test process
DM1.2 SCTS development at OMA
OMA have been struggling with deployment of OMA DM1.2 SCTS, essentially due to the fact that the open source model has not actually worked as originally planned.
· The tool has been in evaluation by OMA members since the first draft release of April 2006
· Number of PRs have been raised against the tool during the evaluation

· Turnaround time for the fixes was good in the beginning but since then dropped dramatically

· It has been hard to get in touch with the single company, which have contributed in creation of draft DM1.2 tool recently –demonstrating severe lack of commitment to maintain the tool
· No new releases have been available for the tool to be used for the evaluation since November 2006 
DM1.2 SCTS current state -June 2007 
· Due to remaining issues OMA IOP-PRC have not agreed the evaluation of the tool = it has not been possible to use the tool as gating criteria for any test fests

· No gatekeeper for the tool i.e. there is no configuration manager to take care of administration of the tool

· DM1.2 testing has passed its highest momentum at OMA, the test activities are decreasing

· DM1.2 has been an approved enabler for a while
Conclusions

· The time has passed for DM1.2 SCTS at OMA

· Two new DM1.2 tools based on OMA DM1.2 conformance ETS are going to be commercially available in very near future and these will be used for GCF and PTCRB certifications

· There is no reason to continue development or maintenance of DM1.2 SCTS at OMA anymore
3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed to IOP-PRC to ramp down DM1.2 SCTS related efforts and activities and agree necessary actions to realize this.
