Chapter: 6.1.1; Page: 16; Section: Test Procedure:
Step 5 is redundant since the steps are performed in chapter 6.1.2-4. 

Chapter: 6.4, Page: 22, Section: Test Procedure

Step 4 and 5 means the same thing. Apart from this, the whole test procedure is very un-clear and leaves a lot of guessing up to the tester. In step 6-8, a third configuration context should be created and sent to a client, and followed by step 9 where it should be verified that the second(!?) configuration context has been installed correctly.

Chapter: 6.5, Page: 24, Section: Pass-Criteria

Step 5 is very hard to understand. Removal of the word "only" might give this step more logic.
