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1. Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this document is to keep track of the TTCN3 ATS documents available for different Enabler Test Specifications. The document includes a complementary Excel document, where individual test cases belonging to the ETS are tracked with respect to the corresponding TTCN3 code and the applicable change reference documents. Each test case is given a particular CATEGORY depending on the availability and state of the TTCN3 code.

This document identified which Enablers are having the TTCN3 codes available along with the ETS.

This document helps track and maintain the TTCN3 codes available on an individual test case level for all the ETS where TTCN3 is available
1.2 Identification

The document is called “OMA-IOP-TTCN3-ATS-REFERENCE-DOC”, and is complemented with a Excel document called “OMA-IOP-TTCN3-ATS-REFERENCE-LIST”. Both are available as a package “OMA-IOP-TTCN3-ATS-REFERENCE”.

A new revision of this document package is identified by the date on which the document is released.

3. ATS Reference List

The section below explains the “OMA-IOP-TTCN3-ATS-REFERENCE-LIST” Excel document which complements this document.

3.1 Category
The following categories are applied to individual test cases which are listed in the Annexes.

3.1.1 Category A

Category A means that the TTCN3 code is available for this particular test case and the code has been verified

3.1.2 Category B

Category B means that the TTCN3 code is available for this particular test case, and the code has not been verified

3.1.3 Category D

Category A means that the TTCN3 code for this particular test case is downgraded due to a CR or a PR. The test case ill remain in this category until the TTCN3 code is updated to reflect the changes in the CR or the problem as reported in the PR is fixed.

After this the category will be changed to B once the TTCN3 code is updated and the new ATS is released. If the code is verified the category will move to A.
3.1.4 Category N

Category N means that there is no TTCN3 code available for the test case in the ATS document.
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
