TTCN-3 file: AtsBCast_ServiceGuideTests.ttcn
Change 1:  AtsBCast_ServiceGuideTests.ttcn: TC_BCAST_ESG_CONF_103()

     When the Service Guide is updated, the new SGDU needs to contain all the fragments, not only those that were updated.

Change 2:  TC_BCAST_ESG_CONF_108() 

     The terminal might not show the purchasing info, if there is no need to purchase the service (i.e. the channel is not encrypted) or it does not support the encryption type. Proposal is to combine the purchasing test case with the service encryption test cases. 

TTCN-3 file: AtsBCast_ServiceInteractionTests.ttcn
Change 3:  TC_BCAST_INTER_CONF_101()

Terminal might not accept the XHTML interaction if there is no actual service available (no schedule or access fragments for the service).
Change 4:  TC_BCAST_INTER_CONF_101()

If there is only one interactivity media document (vote-xhtml), then there is no need to have a separate gzip archive. Instead the ContentType should be “application/xhtml+xml” and the ContentLocation should point to the location of the XHTML file. 

Change 5:  InteractivityMediaDocument v_doc

The value of groupPosition element in the IAMD should be “0” instead of “1”.
Change 6:  InteractivityMediaDocument v_doc

The 'version' attribute is missing from the IAMD.

Change 7:  f_createFDT4SGDU & createFDT4SGDD

     TOI cannot be 0. That value is reserved for the FTD itself (e.g. 1 is an ok value).

Change 8:  f_addServiceFragment, f_addContentFragment etc.

     One generic function for adding all the fragments could be enough if there was one more parameter that tells the fragment type. What parameter in the current functions defines the fragment type?

Change 9:  Service m_def_Service

“ServiceTypes := omit”   This value can not be omitted. Instead it should be “1” (Basic TV). 
Change 10:  Content m_def_Content

“startTime := omit, endTime := omit”
These values are needed by the terminal to display the start and end time of the program correctly when the Service Guide is presented to the end user. 
Change 11:  Schedule m_def_Schedule: contentReferences
“contentLocation := p_ContentId”
This is used to refer to the content itself represented by the 'Content' fragment, and not to refer to the 'Content' fragment (the 'idRef' does this). Also this shall not be present in case of broadcast delivery.

Change 12:  Schedule m_def_inter_Schedule
“UInt p_StartTime, UInt p_EndTime”
These are not really used in the function, are they?

Change 13:  m_def_AccessType_bc_sdp: sessionDescription
“sdpRef := p_sdpId”
This is not just a string, but an element with two attributes. This should instantiate to <SDPRef idRef="p_sdpId"\>.

Change 14:  m_def_Access

“keyManagementSystems := omit, encryptionTypes := omit”
These are needed for the content protection test cases.

Change 15:  m_def_InteractivityData: interactivityMediaDocumentPointer

“interactivityWindow := omit” Shouldn't we have the 'startTime' and 'endTime'?

Change 16:  ServiceGuideFragments
“* @desc This template is a default template for a xml ServiceGuideFragment.

* @param p_fragmentTransportId The TOI of this fragment

* @param p_fragmentVersion The fragment version

* @param p_xmlFragment the the xml fragment which should be included”
Why are fragment transport identifier and TOI related in the descriptions of the following funtions? Fragments are not transported as individual files and the fragments do not therefore have TOIs either.

'version' element is missing.

Change 18:  m_def_SmsTemplateElement

“selectChoice” 
There should be as many 'SelectChoice' elements as there are selectable options. One and only one individual choice is represented by a single 'SelectChoice' element. choiceTextList can only be used to represent one individual choice with several languages.
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
