3 Detailed Proposal

1. The AtsBCast_testControl.ttcn should contain the new developed test cases, so that the test cases can be run automatically based on what PIXIT parameters are supported.

2. There are many “TODO TT” comments that may need updating or the comments removed. What is the meaning of each of these? All “TODO TT” comments must be removed in the final delivery for this delivery to be successful.
3. The ATS framework provides naming conventions for types defining XML messages. This has not been followed for the new AdpFragment extension. 

4. Too many unmap in Test case TC_BCAST_SERVPROT_201. (f_cf_Mikey_down(), f_cf_BSF_down(), f_cf_DNS_down(), f_cf_Data_down(), f_cf_Secure_Data_down())
5. In the following test cases the description in a with { extension “…”} statement is missing.


- TC_BCAST_ESG_CONF_109, 110, 111, 112


- TC_BCAST_DIST_CONF_103, 105, 107, 109, 110, 111, 112


- TC_BCAST_SERVPROT_101a - g, 121 a - h, 201, 211, 221
6. The following test cases have a wrong numbering in the description

- 5.2.x -> 5.1.x in TC_BCAST_ESG_CONF_101, 102, 103, 104, 105, 106, 107, 108


- 5.3.1.2 -> 5.2.1.2 in TC_BCAST_DIST_CONF_102


- 5.4.x -> 5.3.x in TC_BCAST_INTER_CONF_101, 102, 103


- 5.1.1 -> 5.1.15 in TC_BCAST_PROV_CONF_101


- 5.1.2 -> 5.1.16 in TC_BCAST_PROV_CONF_102

7. In test case TC_BCAST_ESG_CONF_107 the mapping of port ssc (use f_cf_Data_up()) is missing.
8. It is not clear where the DRM calculations are missing in the DRM test case. OMA request that an empty function with a clear comment on the need to enter the DRM encryption calculations is entered into the source code.
9. In recognizing the inability of Testing Tech to complete the DRM test case, OMA will recognize the correction of all of the compilation errors noted in document ( http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/IOP/IOP-TTCN/ID/09/OMA-IOP-TTCN-2009-0011-INP_ATS_Syntax_errors.zip ) in both this BCAST test case delivery, and in the test cases delivered to OMA under a previous contract.
