I addition to the above changes, there are a number of test cases which should be very similar to each other (SET assisted/SET based, SET Initiated/SLP Initiated, etc.) however the implementations in TTCN-3 are fairly different. This may lead to different behaviour during the running of the tests. These tests have now all been reviewed by Spirent and changes proposed where necessary and no further action is proposed except for the one case of TC_040_2. This test case should be similar to TC_040_1, however it not so and in particular it contains some limits that are not justified in the prose. Spirent therefore proposes that this test be re-written to be more like test TC_040_1.
