1 Reason for Contribution

This document was presented to OMA IOP on Monday’s CC. IOP agreed to send the document to TTCN-3 SWG for review.

OMA staff has been approached by the ETSI TTN-3 Editorial Team, (ETSI staff), with a suggestion to make available OMA TTNC-3 code via their website.

This team has recently launched a new version of the TTCN-3 portal. They ask if OMA would be interested in making available OMA TTCN-3 code via their web site. This web site is specifically dedicated to TTN-3 code. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The ETSI team has recently launched a new version of the TTCN-3 portal:  www.ttcn-3.org.
This new version includes a page where the team compiles existing public TTCN-3 standardized test suites for different domains: http://www.ttcn-3.org/index.php/downloads/publicts.

Currently, they are making available:

· 3GPP Test Suites, and

· ETSI Test Suites

As we have created over the years some TTCN-3 code, they suggest if OMA would be interesting in making available OMA TTCN-3 code via their website.
3 Detailed Proposal

Background Information
OMA staff has started a new project to migrate the content of the current technical web pages: 
http://openmobilealliance.org/technology/
to a new hosting environment, using a new Content Management System (WordPress).
The Staff sees the following possible options to handle this request:
a) Do not share or make public available the current OMA TTCN-3 code.
At the moment is not making this test code available in our Technical web pages. This option doesn’t promote the good work done by OMA in this area. 
b) Incorporate OMA IOP TTCN-3 test code into the new OMA technical web pages.
OMA IOP may consider creating a new menu in the new OMA technical web pages to host the publication of the OMA TTCN-3 code produced by OMA IOP TTCN-3 Sub-Working Group.

The ETSI TTCN-3 could create a link to the new OMA web page containing OMA TTCN-3 code.   
At the same time OMA could add a link back to www.ttcn-3.org pages. To have links in our web pages pointing to other web pages is important. Search engines provides high ranking to webpages that have links to other websites with related content.

c) Share OMA TTCN-3 code via www.ttcn-3.org
Provide to ETSI TTCN Team a copy of the latest files produced by OMA IOP TTCN and release new updates when available. This option doesn’t consider OMA to create their own TTCN-3 web page.
In addition to these options, please be aware that further investigation is needed to determine under what conditions this code can be made available. Also, the OMA BoD will have to ratify this publication.
