5.3 Creation of Bilateral Package

Description
Telecom Magnifica has chosen Acme as their short listed DM Mo GW supplier and has plans to roll out their eHealth monitoring brokerage service country wide in Q2 of 2013. 
They have indentified three vital sign telematics devices as their trusted suppliers and have asked Acme to provide some bi-lateral test reports against Acme’s GW to validate a broad range of crucial DM mo test cases defined by the OMA IOP WG. The devices are the Thrombo Pulster IV, the Plasmatic Glucomaster 5000 and the Hypostent Jarvic3, all these devices claim OMA DM Mo 1.0 compliance and TM has requested detailed test reports to support their bids for deployment.

Suresh the test lead is called upon to arrange the bi-lateral testing and supply the results to TM.

As an OMA member Suresh is familiar with all three of these vendors as they have worked together in defining the TS’s. He extends a request for bi-lateral test to each of these partners separately and requests that they conduct some officially sanctioned testing under the OMA Trusted zone using the bilateral test paks supplied by the OMA.

He will need three test paks for this project and to get sarted he navigates to the OMA portal and locates the IOP Tab.

He selects the IOP TAB on the main page.

5.4 TestBank Registration

Description

This use case describes how a Test Enginer registers his/her interest in testing an implementation at an OMA Test Event and shares with the rest of the OMA Test Community its test availability.
The ACME product manager for the DM Mo gateway has received an RFQ from a key customer to produce interoperability test reporting for several devices. In order to rapidly enhance his market reach and test catalog, he has advised his lead test engineer Suresh that he would like to share his readiness to test the product and to share this test availability with the OMA community which developed the Enabler. 

Suresh visits the OMA website and navigates to the OMA home page where he finds the “TestFest” tab listed and clicks the link “TestBank Registration” highlited.

This prompts him to login with his OMA credentials. Once logged in he enters the implementation details and “Type of Test” as “Bilateral Test where company is offering the host”  

He selects “Server” as the implementation type. And clicks the “Send Information” button.

The Trusted zone contacts Suresh and confirms the details and requirements for hosting. NDA etc…

The Trusted Zone broadcasts this availability through the IOP and WG reflector with embedded links for client registration.

As indicated the Trusted zone will advise the host server of any client registrations which match the offered enabler test opportunity.

The testing is conducted under the auspices of the trusted zone at the arranged time and date and the results are recorded using the trusted zone policies.

The testing partners have uncovered some integration issues while under test and have agreed to a mutual resolution based on a technical consulation with the WG repsonsible thereby mitigating substantial integration costs to both parties and potential customer support issues for their mutual customers.

A regression test session is warranted and conducted and the results captured provide some very positive results which both vendors agree to disclose supporting the RFQ. They also decide to share this on both their company websites as well as the OMA product listing page.
