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1 Overview

True Interoperability of the Rich Communications Service (RCS) has been identified by the GSMA as essential to RCS adoption and success. In order to make this a reality the GSMA has created the “joyn” self accreditation and service mark program. The ultimate goal is to have in the mindset of the consumer that this service is “just there and that it just works”. 
The OMA and several of its members are aware of this effort and fully support this program. Many of the OMA company members are impacted by this and are following the initiative closely. 

They would like to encourage a broader cooperation and it is clear to many that the industry as a whole would benefit from a unified effort.

The OMA IOP WG would welcome the opportunity to share information on its testing program with the GSMA in the hopes that the two organizations can find a common purpose and limit the duplication of efforts. 
It may please the GSMA to know that the OMA has already begun work on an OMA test set of conformance and interoperability test cases which are based upon the RCSe “joyn” test matrix.

The OMA IOP WG endorses an agile and rapid approach to progress this important initiative and would be pleased for the opportunity to describe our test methodology and process for the GSMA
