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1. Scope

The mission of the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) is to facilitate global user adoption of mobile data services by specifying market driven mobile service Enablers that ensure service interoperability across devices, geographies, service providers, operators, and networks, while allowing businesses to compete through innovation and differentiation.
OMA conducts Interoperability Events, called TestFests, that provide opportunities for the Members of OMA to verify the quality of the specifications developed by OMA, and to verify the Interoperability between the different components of each Enabler across a range of manufacturer’s implementations.

Interoperability is key to the success of services launched based on the standards defined by the Open Mobile Alliance and has been recognized by both operators and manufacturers who will develop and deploy these technologies. In order to accomplish the goal of achieving interoperability it is imperative that the testing principles of Scalability, Streamlined, Repeatable, Flexible, Confidential, and Financially Sustainable, as defined by the IOP Process [OMAIOPPROC], be followed for the implementation of the TestFests.

The TestFests shall not cover commercial, quality or performance aspects of any devices beyond any requirements present in the technical specifications. Any such testing shall remain a part of the commercial agreement between the customer and the manufacturer of the implementation. 
The objective of a TestFest from OMA’s perspective is to verify the quality of an Enabler Specification, and make recommendations to the Technical Plenary to transition the Candidate Specification to that of an Approved Specification. 

The objective of a TestFest from a Participant perspective is, in addition to the OMA objectives, to verify the participant’s implementation of the specification, understand how to simplify the operator setup requirements, and identify any implementation inconsistencies that might be exhibited when interacting with the implementations from a number of other manufacturers.

This document specifically relates to the guidelines and requirements that a Participant must fulfill before the Participant can participate in a TestFest.

This document does not provide an exhaustive set of rules. However, participants wishing to register for a TestFest that are not able to fulfil all the guidelines, requirements and objectives described in this document, will need to raise the issue to the IOP WG for clarification prior to registering for the TestFest.

It is anticipated that this document will be updated on a regular basis to provide for new guidelines that are agreed, and also to incorporate changes to existing guidelines that are approved by the IOP Working Group.

TestFest Schedule

WILL be agreed by the IOP WG. The Enablers to be scheduled for each TestFest will be decided after analyzing the results of the IOP Enabler Poll [OMAIOPPROC] and then reflected in the IOP Work Plan.
TestFest Announcement

TestFest Administration WILL publish TestFest information to OMA Members with details of the location selected, registration details and timelines. This will include cancellation policies for the event. An announcement note will be sent to all OMA Members indicating the details of the event and the opening of Registration.
A second announcement will be sent to all OMA members at least one working day for confirming hotels rooms at the selected hotel, if one has been established for the event, and to announce the imminent closing of Registration. 

Test Documentation Identified and Complete. 
IOP WG WILL define the versions of the test documentation to be used at the TestFest. Documentation needs to be complete at this time, but does not necessarily have to have completed IOP WG or TP Approval by this time. 

The documentation must be fully approved no later than 6 weeks before the TestFest. 
Registration

Registration for a TestFest will be via the registration page on the Open Mobile Alliance web page.

Typically, registration will close three weeks prior to the event. At this point the number of registrants for the TestFest will be reviewed against the financial recovery criteria. If the criteria are not met, then the event may be cancelled at this point and all registrants will be notified of the cancellation.

At the time of registration, the participant shall include the completed EICS and have a signed NDA in place required to attend the OMA TestFest.

TestFest Administration WILL provide final registration report to IOP WG, reviewing cancellation criteria as set by OMA BoD IOP Steering Committee and informing registered participants of the TestFest status and deadlines.

Level of Participation
At the close of registration where the minimum level of participation has not been reached the following process will be applied by TestFest Administration:

· To consider that the participants can come to a restricted TestFest event, TestFest Administration authorizes the testing of this enabler as long as: 

· The IOP process is followed (IOP documents used, reports provided, etc.),

· Every participating team is polled regarding the restricted number of participating teams and sends an email confirming their desire to continue,  

· Confidentiality is guaranteed (e.g. any ETR made available if no possibility to track results).

· It should be noted that the results could be never included in an ETR (if the TF where these results have been obtained is the last one). This possibility should be indicated to the participants.
When this situation occurs, TestFest Administration will also notify IOP WG that a restricted TestFest is being offered to those teams who have already registered.
For approved enablers, two possible options exist for TestFest Administration to apply, namely:

· Strict application of the process (e.g. we treat approved enablers as only being allowed to test if the minimum number of participants are coming to the event)

· Offering a restricted TestFest event in the same manner as for Candidate Enablers

Deadline for Submitting Test Material

The registration page WILL provide the list of materials that need to be submitted to the Trusted Zone prior to a TestFest.. This information needs to be submitted at least 2 weeks prior to the TestFest to allow the test schedule to be devised and for a static conformance review of the submitted material to take place. If the material is incorrect or incomplete, the Trusted Zone will contact the submitter with a request to clarify or re-submit properly the material before the deadline appointed (1 week).

The Trusted Zone WILL review all submitted material and informs registered participants of any errors or omissions. The Trusted Zone WILL also create the test schedule for the TestFest.

Detailed On-site information available to participants

TestFest Administration WILL provide information regarding the Host Operator’s Connectivity Information, TestFest registration, meeting room location, network set-up, and general on-site logistics, to participants one week prior to the TestFest. Virtual IM information for offsite server teams will be provided at the start of the event. 
TestFest Operation
TestFest Administration WILL ensure that all required NDAs are in place and that all required payments due from participants are collect before a participant is allowed to participate in the TestFest.
Participant responsibilities include testing according to the defined schedule and returning Test Session Reports to the Trusted Zone before the end of the TestFest.

Notification of TestFest Results

Trusted Zone WILL produce all TestFest reports (Enabler Test Reports and Implementation Test Reports) from the Test Session Reports and deliver them to participants and the IOP WG, as appropriate.
4.2 Participation
In order to participate in an OMA TestFest, your company MUST fulfil the following:

· Be a member of OMA, in any membership class. Non members cannot participate.. 

· Have completed the OMA Interoperability Testing Non-Disclosure Agreement [OMAIOPNDA].,
· Have developed or commissioned for development, their own client/terminal or server implementations of an OMA Enabler Specification.

· Submit to the Trusted Zone, prior to the event:

· An EICS for each Enabler to be tested that the TestFest. All items that are mandated by the EICS MUST be supported by the implementation, as a minimum, before entering the TestFest. These items are marked in the EICS with an “M”, which indicates Mandatory. If an implementation claims to support an optional item, marked with an “O” that has Mandatory items associated with it, then these items MUST also be supported by the implementation.
The Interoperability Testing Non-Disclosure Agreement for Member companies who have not completed this agreement can be found on the OMA website at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/testfest/. 
Companies who do not have a signed NDA on file with OMA prior to the start of the TestFest WILL NOT be permitted to participate, and WILL be asked to leave the testing facility.
A signed copy of the NDA MUST be faxed to Michelle Janata at (+1) 858-623-0743.
After faxing the signed NDA, two (2) signed original copies MUST be sent to the OMA Office at:
Open Mobile Alliance, 4275 Executive Square, Suite 240, La Jolla, CA 92037, USA.

(Signed originals are NOT required to be on file before the start of the TestFest).
For companies participating in Prototype Testing at a TestFest, there is no requirement to support all the mandatory features mentioned in the EICS.
4.3 Remote Server Participation
OMA expects that all teams participating in a TestFest will travel to the location selected to host the event. It is a requirement that all Client or Terminal devices do travel to and participate at the location of the TestFest.

However, to encourage more participation in a TestFest from Server teams, OMA will allow these teams to participate in the TestFest remotely, subject to certain conditions detailed below:

· The Server Team must have participated on-site in a previous TestFest.

· Such participation WILL be permitted on an event by event basis, and is always subject to the prior approval of the TestFest organizing staff. Criteria used WILL be agreed with the IOP Working Group prior to the commencement of registration, and published on the registration web site.  
· If the host operator is unable to provide SMS or Data Roaming or general Internet connectivity for the test network that has been established for the event, then no remote server testing of the Enablers impacted will be possible. 

· The engineer(s) supporting the server at the remote location MUST agree to work the same hours as the participants at the TestFest. TestFest hours are 8am to 6pm local time, from Monday to Friday of the week of the TestFest. (For example – If the TestFest is in the East Coast US, and the remote team is in Europe, then the Remote Engineers must agree to work 2pm to 12 Midnight, local time in Europe). 

· Remote engineers MUST establish and be connected to Yahoo Instant Messenger for the period of the test times, to provide quick communication without the need for continuous telephone contact. However, remote engineers MUST be available to be called at all times during the TestFest operating hours.

· During the week preceding the TestFest, the Remote engineers MUST work with the designated engineer from the Host operator to ensure that all connectivity issues related to the remote server have been identified and overcome. Such connectivity issues, include but are not limited to:

· Configuring IP Addresses to be accessible from the Test Network
· Ensuring Firewall protections are opened sufficiently to allow communication from the Test Network

· Verifying that one or more client/terminal products from the Host Operator are able to access the server, and perform the Pre-Testing requirements for the enabler.
4.4 Secondary Enabler Testing
OMA TestFests have allowed teams to register to test a single Enabler. The primary reason for this is, to enable OMA  and the Technical Plenary in particular, to gather the maximum number of enabler test results from the maximum number of implementation combinations. These test results are designed to provide the Technical Plenary with the confidence that the Enabler has a consistent Specification and implementations, which will allow the TP to give the Enabler Approved Status.
However, most client systems implement more than one enabler, and some of the enablers being tested rely on other enablers to complete their functionality. 

Therefore, OMA will permit one team of engineers who wish to test more than one enabler, the ability to do so, subject to the following guidelines:

· The team must select one primary enabler to be tested at the event. All other Enablers selected for testing will be treated as secondary enablers.

· It is a requirement that the team must provide a completed EICS document for each primary and secondary enabler they wish to test, prior to the start of the TestFest. If the EICS is not received for any selected enabler, then no scheduled testing will be allowed for that enabler at the TestFest. If the EICS is not received for the Primary enabler selected, then the team must select any of the other EICSs submitted to become the Primary enabler for testing.

· The team agrees to complete all primary enabler testing as required by the OMA guidelines for the testing of new Candidate Enablers, up to a maximum of 3 complete days of testing. A minimum of 1 day will be allowed for secondary enabler testing.

· The team must complete test reports for all primary enabler testing peformed.

· The team need not complete test reports for secondary enabler testing, although such reports would be appreciated.

· If a team has sufficient engineers and equipment available, and is willing split into two testing groups and that such splitting will benefit the organization of the TestFest as defined by the OMA staff, then at the request of the OMA Staff organizing the event the team may test two enablers in parallel with different test partners.

4.5 Pre-Testing Requirements

All teams entering a TestFest must participate in the Pre-Testing session scheduled for the first day of the TestFest (typically the Monday of the test week).

The objectives of the Pre-Testing day are:

· To verify all aspect of the network configuration and connectivity are working for all teams participating in the TestFest, thereby minimising connectivity issues during the remainder of the TestFest, and

· To check each client/terminal or server implementation meets a minimum standard of implementation maturity to allow it to effectively participate in the Interoperability testing.

Teams that are participating in Prototype Testing will not be required to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation maturity before participating in the TestFest.

Teams who fail to participate in the Pre-Testing day will not be allowed to participate in the remainder of the TestFest, for either Prototype or Formal Enabler testing.

Teams who do participate in the Pre-Testing day, but fail to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation quality during the Pre-Test will not be allowed to participate in the remainder of the TestFest until the team have been able to meet the minimum standard of implementation as decided upon by the Trusted Zone administering the TestFest. These teams will be given an opportunity to complete Pre-Testing on each remaining day of the TestFest in order to allow them to proceed to full testing with the other teams.

In the event that a failure to resolve connectivity issues or demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation is agreed by all parties involved (Client/Terminal team, Server team, Trusted Zone, and OMA Staff) to be caused by deficiencies in the network of the Host Operator for the TestFest, then at the discretion of the OMA Staff organizing the event, the registration fees for the team involved will be refunded, if and only if, it is impossible for the affected team to perform any testing.

The decision on whether a team has failed to participate in the Pre-Testing day, or has failed to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation will be decided upon by the Trusted Zone, working in conjunction with the other participants of the TestFest.
Such failing teams will be given one opportunity at the start of each subsequent day during the TestFest to demonstrate to the Trsuted Zone that the connectivity and minimum standard of implementation requirements have been demonstrated. On successful demonstration of having met the requirements, then the team will be permitted to participate in the scheduled test sessions for the remainder of the TestFest.
4.6 TestFest Operation

4.6.1 Prototype Testing

The Trusted Zone WILL provide a testing schedule for Prototype Testing conducted at a TestFest.

The schedule WILL be based on the EICS (even in Draft form), the ETS (also acceptable in Draft form)  and the EVP (does not need to be available) for the participating products. The schedule will be aiming to optimize testing of implemented features.

Participants are not required to perform any specific testing, although they will be encouraged to work from any draft ETS document that may already exist for the specific enabler.
The main purpose of scheduling is to enable testing with as many counterparts as possible.

The Trusted Zone SHALL NOT produce an Implementation Test Report (PTR) or Enabler Test Report (ETR) for the Prototyping Testing. Participating teams will be encouraged to report all issues with the Draft and Candidate specifications of the ETS and EVP (if available) through the OMA Problem Reporting System.

4.6.2 Interoperability Testing

The Trusted Zone WILL provide a testing schedule for both the Pre-Testing and Formal Testing conducted at a TestFest. The Trusted Zone MAY also provide an ad-hoc testing schedule if time permits.
The schedule WILL be based on the EICS, Candidate ETS and the Candidate or Approved EVP for the participating products. The schedule will be aiming to optimize testing of implemented features.

Participants MUST perform testing as defined by the Test Session Report and according to the defined schedule provided by the Trusted Zone.
The main purpose of scheduling is to enable testing with as many counterparts as possible.

Testing is carried out by using the latest approved version of the ETS and the Approved EVPThe Trusted Zone WILL produce a Test Session Report for each test session, indicating what tests could be run for this specific product combination. The Trusted Zone will use the participant supplied EICS as input to the Test Session Report to ensure maximum test coverage for the enabler implementation combinations. 

The Test Session Report WILL indicate all the test cases that should be run and test cases that could not be run, due to e.g. products not supporting specific functionality will be marked with N/A by the Trusted Zone.

During the actual testing the participants WILL fill in the Test Session Report for each test case and then jointly sign a copy and return this to the Trusted Zone. 

Test Session Report is described further in [OMAIOPPROC].

Based on the outcome of the test sessions conducted, the following reports are generated by the Trusted Zone:

· Product Test Report (PTR): A report specific to each implementation tested during the TestFest is provided to the participant. Details of the Product Test Report are described in [OMAIOPPROC].

· Enabler Test Report: A report compiling issues observed with respect to Enabler Release specifications, ETS test cases or any other TestFest arrangements and logistics is provided to IOP WG. Details of the Enabler Test Report are described in [OMAIOPPROC].
4.7 TestFest Policies

The following policies related to the operation of TestFests should be noted by all participants:
Confidentiality

· Un-announced products may be tested at a TestFest. Participants have the right to take actions in order to protect the confidentiality of their products. Other participantss MUST respect this right. All kinds of competitor intelligence activities are strictly prohibited.

· Test Events are purely technical events and it is therefore strongly discouraged to attend the event with intentions other than technical product testing.

EICS completion

· If the EICS indicates that the implementation does not support all mandatory features as stated in Section 4.2, the Trusted Zone SHALL contact the submitting party and verify if this is a mistake and give the party chance to resubmit. If the EICS does not support all required features Trusted Zone MAY inform the party that they can not attend the TestFest.

TestFest Area

· Persons that are allowed to enter the TestFest Area are:

· Persons belonging to the OMA Staff or Trusted Zone

· Test persons which:

· represents a participant company, and 

· have a signed NDA for the event, and

· have brought products to test which have passed the conformance requirements.

5. Agreed Objectives


5.1 Recognition of Participation

At their request, individual companies participating in an OMA TestFest may opt to be identified, or to remain anonymous. During registration Where companies have opted to be declared, they can listed on the Test Fest registration website, notified in pre test information and listed in the Enabler Test Report, both of which, are publically accessible documents. The enabler test report is publicly accessible from the OMA website. In the case a company would like to remain anonymous the enabler would still be listed to the registration website e.g. one MMS 1.3 client registered. 

Companies who leave the TestFest before the end of Scheduled Testing and who do not complete (sign the final results) ALL Test Session Reports for the test sessions that they have been requested to perform, will not be recognized in the test results for the TestFest. All results achieved and correctly signed by this company will be included in the final Enabler Test Report but the company will receive no recognition in the Enabler Test Report or on the OMA Product Listing Web Site. The company will not receive an Implementation Test Report.

5.2 Recognition of Achievement

OMA does not run its’ own certification programs, but OMA encourages external certification authorities to develop programs related to OMA Enabler Specifications. However, OMA recognizes that not all enablers will be the subject of a certification program by an external source. 

Separate from any external certification program, OMA operates an Interoperabitlity Recognition program, for those developers of Enabler Implementations that are active participants in the OMA specification development and IOP Process. 

Recognition of participation and implementation of an enabler is provided by:

· Provision by OMA to the company of a Implementation Test Report indicating the participation of the enabler in a primary test session at one or more TestFests. This Implementation Test Report  is generated by OMA from the test session report generated as part of the Enabler test sessions, and

· Optionally, at the Companies sole discretion, a listing of their products containing the tested enabler on a public area of the OMA web site, indicating the Enabler tested, the event at which it was tested, and how to obtain more information from the participant about the capabilities and tests executed by the enabler. Optionally, the participant can elect to have a link to the Enabler Implementation Conformance Statement and/or the Product Test Report giving viewers interested in the implementation details of the tested executed and the results obtained.
In order to qualify for this recognition, companies must complete the following requirements to be accepted for recognition by OMA:
· The implementation must be registered to, and participate in all required test sessions as a Primary Enabler at a TestFest, where the Enabler has met the minimum requirements (as defined by OMA) to be tested at the event.

· The company must submit all session test reports, duly signed by the other test session participants, no later than the end of the final day of the TestFest for which recognition is sought.
