6. 2. 4 SUPL Roaming Function (SRF)

SUPL provide the SRF to support the capability of location in the roaming network.
In order to describe clearly the roaming function,the terminologies of Home/Requesting/visiting network have to be used.

All definition of these terminologies should be compatible with  the definition of HLR in  3GPP , 3GPP2,but may be extended.
Because the main aim of SUPL is employing user plane data bearers for transferring location assistance information such as GPS assistance, and for carrying positioning technology-related protocols between a mobile terminal and the network,so the SUPL Roaming Function only cover the treating of the data over User Plane bearer.
SUPL Roaming Function should own the following characteristics: 
· No more than two network
Although the Home/Requesting/visiting networks may be all involved in roaming process, but the location assistance information interact only between two of these network.
· Address Mapping 
The ID or address of underlying network entities(e.g.,HLR,GMLC,MPC) can be mapped to the ID or address of SLP,so that every SLP only contact to its home underlying network entities,for example HLR,MSC,etc.
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
