5.1 OSE and SUPL

5.1.1 The OMA Service Environment (OSE)

The OSE Context  as specified by OMA, ref. [OMA-OSE], is a conceptual and structured environment that includes OMA enablers, interfaces to applications that make use of OMA enablers, interfaces to Service Providers’ Execution Environment (e.g. software life cycle management) and the interfaces to invoke and use underlying capabilities and resources for enabler implementations. 

5.1.2 The SUPL Subsystem 

Secure User Plane (SUPL) is a Subsystem which utilises existing standards where available and possible to transfer assistance data and positioning data over a User Plane bearer, such as IP, to aid network and terminal based positioning technologies in the calculation of a SUPL Enabled Terminal’s (SETs) position. This includes but is not limited to the definition of a Location User Plane (Lup) protocol between the SUPL network and SET, security functions (e.g. authentication, authorization), charging functions, roaming functions, privacy function. 

5.1.3 SUPL in OSE

The SUPL Release 1 (R1) Subsystem does not consider integration with the OMA OSE model due to schedule constraints. SUPL R2 may make use of common functions [OMA-CF] which may be available in the OMA OSE at that time. These functions may include but is not limited to, authentication, charging or privacy.

Applications may use OMA enablers or may use SUPL R1 directly. The OSE does not consider applications that use SUPL R1 directly. However, such applications, like any others, can also use the capabilities of OSE.
