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1 Reason for Change

This contribution gives some editorials to Section 6.6 of SUPL System’s Descriptions. 

SLP consists of SLC and SPC. Here, SLC is responsible for Service Management such as authentication and user-plane bearer setup, and SPC is for assistance delivery and position computation. And current text explains that two functionalities of SLC and SPC may be divided into separate systems. 
When SLC and SPC are separate, SLC have to support the following functionalities. 
· First, SLC forwards Lup positioning Determination messages to the appropriate SPC. When more than one SPCs are available, SLC shall decide one appropriate SPC to be useful for SUPL positioning. 

· Second, SPC may be a trusted or non-trusted entity. Be trusted or non-trusted, it is recommended that SLC forward Lup Position Determination messages without informing the separate SPC of ID of the targeted SET.

In addition, SUPL Service Management Function (SSMF) is added to the SLC functions and one duplicated note is deleted here.

6.1 SUPL System and Subsystem Descriptions

6.6.1. SUPL Location Platform

The SUPL Location Platform (SLP) consists of an SUPL Location Center (SLC) and SUPL Positioning Center (SPC). The SLC and SPC may be integrated into a single system. The Lup interface is used between the SLP and the SET.

It may also be possible to separate the SLC and SPC functionality into separate systems within the SLP. When more than one SPCs are available, SLC shall decide which SPC to be used for SUPL positioning. In these cases, in addition to the Lup interface being used between the SLP and SET, SUPL recommend that the Lup Position Determination interface be used between the SLC and SPC. In this environment the SLC system will act as a proxy between the SET and the SPC. The SLC will only forward Lup Position Determination messages to the appropriate SPC for processing. SLC should support forwarding of Lup Position Determination messages without informing the separate SPC of SET identification.  The SPC system will not have direct communication with the SET. 
The Lup interface is used between the SLP and SET. The Lup carries two types of messaging:

· Messaging destined to the SLC system within the SLP
· Messaging destined to the SPC system within the SLP

In these environments the SPC may be contained within a traditional SMLC [3GPP] and PDE [3GPP2].

6.6.1.1. SUPL Location Center (SLC)

The SLC system coordinates the operations of SUPL in the network and may perform the following functions as it interacts with the SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET) over User Plane bearer:

· SUPL Service Management Function (SSMF)
· SUPL Privacy Function (SPF)

· SUPL Initiation Function (SIF)

· SUPL Security Function (SSF)

· SUPL Roaming Function (SRF)

· SUPL Charging Function (SCF)

· SUPL Positioning Calculation Function (SPCF) 
· The SLC may perform the translation of a network identifier to a geographic location expressed in latitude and longitude data. This location may meet the requested QOS of the SUPL Agent. In MNO environments this is often referred to as Cell-ID location.
6.6.1.2. SUPL Positioning Center (SPC)

The SPC may support the following functions:

· SUPL Assistance Delivery Function (SADF)

· SUPL Assistance Retrieval Function (SARF)

· SUPL Positioning Calculation Function (SPCF)

6.6.2. SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET)

The SET supports the procedures defined in SUPL as it interacts with the network over the User Plane bearer. The SET may support one or more of the following functions depending on its capabilities and the SUPL Provider’s business rules:

· SUPL Privacy Function (SPF)

· SUPL Security Function (SSF)

· SUPL Service Discovery Function (SSDF)

The SET supports SET-based and/or SET-assist positioning calculation. The SET may support the following functions:

· SUPL Positioning Calculation Function (SPCF)
· SUPL Assistance Delivery Function (SADF)
